He seized him and started
to choke him, demanding, ‘Pay back what you owe.’
Falling to his knees, his fellow servant begged him, ‘Be
patient with me, and I will pay you back.” But he re-
fused. Instead, he had the fellow servant put in prison
until he paid back the debt. Now when his fellow serv-
ants saw what had happened, they were deeply dis-
turbed, and went to their master and reported the whole
affair. His master summoned him and said to him, ‘You
wicked servant! I forgave you your entire debt because
you begged me to. Should you not have had pity on your
fellow servant, as [ had pity on you?’ Then in anger his
master handed him over to the torturers until he should
pay back the whole debt. So will my heavenly Father do
to you, unless each of you forgives your brother from
your heart.”

LA MISERICORDIA DE DIOS

En muchas de nuestras relaciones con otras personas —amigos, conyuge, vecinos o com-
pafieros de trabajo— a menudo llegan los momentos mas dificiles cuando alguien dafa
la relacion. Hay momentos en los que solo la disculpa y el perdon pueden llevar a la cu-
racion. En las lecturas de esta semana, se nos recuerda como nuestra conexioén con Dios
se entreteje en nuestras relaciones con los demas. Dios es la fuente de toda misericordia,
y todos nosotros necesitamos perddn. Al ser capaces de aceptar la misericordia de Dios
en lo mas profundo de nuestro corazon, nos empoderamos para mostrar misericordia a
los demas. Cuando las cosas van mal en nuestras relaciones, podemos recordar que Dios
esta presente en el centro de estos momentos dificiles. Dios esta ofreciendo gracia para
pedir perdon, para recibir disculpas y para aceptar el perdon que se nos ha extendido.

SER PERDONADO Y PERDONAR

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus llama a sus seguidores a perdonar “setenta veces siete”.
En otras palabras, dejar de contar las veces que perdonamos a los demas. Pero cuando
nos lastiman, es muy dificil de hacerlo. De hecho, para protegernos nosotros de mas
dano, podriamos estar inclinados a hacer lo opuesto y arremeter. Jesus nos ensena la
inutilidad de esta propuesta.

La parabola del siervo impecable nos recuerda que en el curso de nuestras vidas he-
mos lastimado a los demas, y distanciado de Dios. También hemos sido lastimados por
otros. Como el siervo, algunas veces tenemos deudas y algunas veces otros tiene alguna
deuda con nosotros. Aqui se nos invita a detener el ciclo del dolor con la gracia de la
misericordia. Se nos llama a imitar a nuestro Dios, quien perdona con todo el corazon.

PROTEGIENDO A LOS VULNERABLES

Es muy tentador ver esta ensefianza del perdon de manera aislada. Esto sugeriria que
la carga se pone completamente en la persona ofendida que necesita perdon, sin men-
cionar la responsabilidad de |la parte de la persona que ofendio. Esta interpretacion
puede ser peligrosa. La llamada a perdonar nunca debe ser usada para cubrir el acoso
o cualquier tipo de relacion opresiva.

Es de bastante ayuda considerar el capitulo 18 del Evangelio de Mateo, el cual nos
ensefia acerca del perdon y la reconciliacion, y el ejercicio de la autoridad en la co-
munidad cristiana. El Evangelio de la semana pasada (Mateo 18:15-18) provee guia en
como los cristianos pueden llamar a la rendicion de cuentas a alguien que lastimo a
otros, como el patron que protege al segundo siervo de la crueldad del siervo impeca-
ble, Dios busca proteger a los mas vulner-
ables de ser lastimados.

El Evangelio de Mateo presento una alter-
nativa basada en la violencia de su tiempo.
Mateo describe la vision de la comunidad
de Jesus, en el que el poder es usado al
servicio de todos y los vulnerables son
protegidos y amados.
